MINUTES OF THE 6TH ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
HELD ON THURSDAY 13TH APRIL 2023 at 2.15 pm

3. To receive the Annual Report & Accounts for 2022-23 from the
Chairman (previously circulated).

& Accounts. The Treasurer had sent her apologies but no aspects
concerning the annual accounts were raised at the meeting. The Chair
confirmed that Romsey Archway u3a was in a favourable financial position
with approx.. £7,500 held in the bank account. He invited members to ask
any questions concerning the report but none were raised.

4. Election of Officers and Committee for the year 2023-24 (previously
circulated).

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6. To approve an amendment to Clause 9 (3) and 4 (a) of the Constitution:
to substitute the time referred to in those clauses to 8 weeks instead
of 12 weeks. (This relates to the time permitted for the renewal of
annual membership or any other fees unpaid after being due).

The Secretary provided background to this item on the agenda and
requested approval for the committee’s decision to revert to 8 weeks'
grace period post-COVID for the payment of membership and any other
unpaid fees. She called for a vote on this motion.

Approved unanimously by a show of hands. Recorded as 87 in favour,
with no objections or abstentions.

The Chair thanked the committee for their continued support and
welcomed the two new committee members. He expressed his
appreciation to the members for attending the AGM and looked forward to
another successful year ahead.
